Probably the world’s only beachside integrated sports and entertainment
complex, the WIN Sports and Entertainment Centres is the premier NSW

regional venue south of Sydney.

From its humble beginnings, WIN Stadium has long been the centre of
Wollongong’s sporting culture and community. Upgraded in 2002 with a new
northern grandstand, the Stadium now accommodates 20,000 public and

corporate patrons in comfort and safety.

The WIN Entertainment Centre (WEC) opened in September 1998, has since
hosted over 800 events and has been visited by over two million people from

Wollongong and beyond.

The WEC has a 6,000 tiered seats and due to its multi-functional design, can
be used for events ranging from only 500 in dinner mode to over 6,000 for such

events as Boxing.

Joining the two venues, and overlooking WIN Stadium, is an on-site function
centre, the Premiers Room Function Centre that can accommodate up to 500

people for dining, 800 in theatre style seating and 1,000 for stand-up functions.



The Events

The range of sporting and entertainment events that are held at the WIN
Sports and Entertainment Centres is many and varied, including concerts,
exhibitions, trade sales, conferences, conventions, meetings, training
seminars, corporate functions, dinners, basketball, gymnastics, ice skating,

tennis, rugby league, soccer and rugby union.

Over the years, the WEC has hosted the likes of Bob Dylan, the Beach Boys,
Tom Jones, Bryan Adams, Billy Connolly, INXS, John Farnham, Disney On

Ice, The Wiggles and many more artists.

WIN Stadium is the southern home of the NRL St George-lllawarra Dragons.
The Dragons play 7 games at the venue between March and August each

year, with last year’'s average game-day attendance being over 12,000 fans.

Add to that local Grand Final series in both League and Union, junior Rugby
League games and the occasional Motocross, and you have an active venue

operating on over 30 days per year.

The variety of events, the quality of the venue services and the marketing

innovations of the Centres ensures that over 400,000 people visit our site each

year.

External Signage

Advertising Outdoors

There are a range of great value signage sites that are available year round at
the WIN Entertainment Centre and WIN Stadium.

Site Hire prices on the external building walls of the WIN Entertainment Centre
are valued at $6,000 per annum. There are currently a number of WEC sites

available.

Site Hire prices on the outside of WIN Stadium range from $2,000 to $5,000
per annum depending on the size of the sign and its position. There are
currently a number of sites available on the Harbour Street wall of the Western

Grandstand.

All outside sites provide on-street exposure 365 days a year to pedestrian and
traffic of over 1.5 million people each year, including especially the 400,000

patrons attending WSEC events.

Attractive packages are available that give great exposure for your business
across the Complex and we would be happy to tailor a package specific to your
needs. This package can consist of external signage only or be a combination
of external and internal advertising in addition to on-line marketing and print

media.

There are two external sites currently available which have existing banner
frames which you are welcome to utilise at no cost.
